Diagnostic Activities:
Diagnostic Activity 1

Exploring sound through body percussion.

Students should experiment with different ways to make sounds (cluck, clap, stomp, slap, etc.) Describe the sounds in terms of the Elements of Sound.
Set up an even pulse.

Allow everyone to join in with this pulse and then freely improvise. Form a circle and then have each person in turn do a “solo” for 8 beats (2 bars) while the group quietly keeps the pulse.

Assessment for learning

Look for: capacity for rhythm, sensitivity to timbre and intensity, inventiveness, an ear for colour and contrast.

Diagnostic Activity 2

Have the group take a moment to explore the elements of sound just using their two hands (clap, tap, pat, rub, pop, etc.)

Just using two hands, make a rhythmic pattern on an even beat.

(clap, snap, rub, tap, etc., creating contrasting pitches, timbres, intensities).

Go around a Round Robin circle again, with each person playing their pattern while the group quietly keeps the pulse. 

Look for: capacity for rhythm, sensitivity to timbre and intensity, inventiveness, an ear for colour and contrast.
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
