Introduce The Critical Analysis Process– initial reaction. 

· What is the purpose of music? 

· How do we respond to music? 

· What are some common themes in music? 

· Can you think of a song that responds to a conflict? 

· What is the purpose of lyrics in music? 

· Can you think of any songs where the lyrics are inspired by a conflict? 

  

Share and post the learning goals for the lesson.

	The introduction to The Critical Analysis Processis an opportunity to discuss the impact that music has on the listener and how we can develop and express an informed response to music. 

The sample questions are ideas on how you may introduce this discussion. 

  

 The Think-Pair-Share activity will give students the opportunity to discuss their initial responses to the video clips.  Hopefully the questions will generate discussion about the ability of music to support the imagery and evoke emotion.

Following the viewing supply the students with a copy of the Lyrics – Fortunate Son - Creedence Clearwater Revival. 

     

Think-Pair-Share Ask the students to complete the Think-Pair-Share Activity responding to the following questions.  What is your first impression 

1)     What does this work bring to mind? 

2)     Of what does this work remind you? 

3)     What do you feel? What emotions does this work evoke? 

4)     What puzzles you?  What are your questions? 

5)     What connections can you make between this work and your own experiences or other art forms 

  

Following the discussion view the following video clips and song lyrics and continue the discussion surrounding the think-pair-share questions.

	Consolidation                                         Approximately  20 minutes
	

	1) Continue to discuss the lyrics and their ability to effectively inspire the emotions and messages of the Vietnam conflict.  Confirm the students understanding of the learning goals. 

2) Expand the conversation to include others conflicts and songs the students may be aware where the lyrics are inspired by conflict.  (ie. preparing for lesson 2  WWI and WWII)  
Create a journal entry based on discussions 1 and 2. 

Use this lesson to begin building an anchor chart, word wall, or other classroom reminder of the stages of The Critical Analysis Process. 
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
