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	Minds On                                             Approximately 15 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Whole Class > Teacher Modeling

As an introduction to this lesson the previous day: 
· Briefly model your own personal listening history playing short recorded examples from the first music you remember buying or consciously choosing to listen to and from each successive shift in your musical taste and new style or genre of music to which you became an avid listener.  
· Ask students to prepare a brief presentation of their own listening history for next class complete with recorded examples (15 min.).
At the beginning of this class:  
· Brainstorm, creating a board list, the social groups (and the stereotypes of social groups) that exist in a typical high school.  With what style of music does each group typically identify? (15 min.)


	Assessment for Learning (Afl):

Check for students’ ability to use correct musical terminology during presentations

Assessment as Learning

(AaL):

Students will search for characteristics and examples of unfamiliar styles of music using resources such as Wikipedia and iTunes

Differentiation (DI):

Students may share their listening histories with a partner or small group instead of with the full class.
Students may also present the listening history of a fictional student that represents a typical person of their age.
Quick Tip:

Prompt students to consider why they made particular listening choices as they present.
Link and Layer:

Link to how composers manipulate the elements of music to create various styles.

How does the music we play in class compare to the music to which the class members listen?

This activity may be modified to include only listening related to their instrument.

	Action!                                                    Approximately  60 minutes
	

	Whole Class

· Have students share their personal listening histories with the class playing short excerpts of the recorded examples from each of their listening ‘periods’ or from each of the new styles they added to their listening preferences.  (Time allotted for this activity should be flexible.)

With Partners

· Using a Think, Pair, Share activity, have students consider the reasons for each shift or addition to their preferred listening.  Were the decisions musical decisions or influenced by other factors?  Did your partner present reasons for their decisions you had not considered? (20 min)

Whole Class

· Have students share the influences on their musical decisions with the class. 

· Create a T-Chart on the board which categorizes the influences as musical or non-musical decisions.  (15 min)

	Individuals

· In their journals, have students record the influences they feel helped direct them to each stage of their listening history.
Whole Class

· Have students share the first listening decision that they feel they made based solely on musical factors.   What music inspired this decision? What specific use of the elements of music attracted you to this style of music?
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
