	MEDIA

ROW:

Choose 1 product from this row.
	“WEBIFY IT”
Make a website or blog about your chosen genre. Include facts from your research as well as interesting links, etc.
	“LIGHTS, CAMERA, ACTION!”

Make a video about your chosen genre. It could be compilation of clips or photos with music and narration, or could present the facts from your research in some other way.


	“POINT WITH POWER”

Make a Powerpoint presentation about your chosen genre. Include the facts from your research as well as other media such as photos, etc.

	REQUIRED ROW:

You must complete ALL components in this row.

	“JUST THE FACTS”

Compile a handout documenting what you discovered in your research. Include information about important moments in the history of your chosen genre, some of its most important composers and/or musical artists, and describe the features of the music using the Elements. Your handout can use point form and/or graphics, but must be at least ONE page double spaced, double sided. (e.g., 2 pages)
	“IN THE STYLE OF”

Using notation software or sequencing software, write a composition in the style of your genre of choice. It must be at least 4 minutes long and must capture the features of the music that you discovered in your research. 

This will be evaluated using Co-Constructed Criteria.
	“STAND AND DELIVER”

Present your research findings to your colleagues in an oral presentation, 7-10 minutes in length. Include audio clips of at least 5 different songs, and video or photos to supplement your findings. Make sure all your audio-visual materials relate to the facts you are presenting and demonstrate important features of the genre.



	ANALYSIS ROW:

Choose 1 product from this row.
	“LINER NOTES”

Compile a playlist of at least 12 songs that are representative of the important moments in the history of your genre. Write liner notes explaining why each song was chosen and how it represents the genre you researched. Make sure each song has a liner note of at least 100 words.
	“PROBING FURTHER”

Write an essay about the history of the genre you have chosen. Include information about important moments in the history, some of its most important composers and/or musical artists, and describe the features of the music using the Elements. Your essay should be in proper format with an introduction, body and conclusion and must be at least 750 words.
	“GO TO THE SOURCE”

Conduct an interview with someone involved in the genre of your choice, either in person or through written correspondence. Write an article about the interview, detailing what you learned about the genre and its history. Your article should be at least 750 words.
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
