	Guiding Questions

	Harmony is created when a bass line is sung or played with a melody.  Notes of a chord can be played within a chord progression to create harmony.

Chords are built on the 1st, 3rd, and 5th notes 
from the bass which creates a pattern of intervals -major 3rd, perfect 5th and perfect octave. 
Choices for notes of a harmony part can be made to create parts that move by steps, repeats and skips. 

	What notes of the triads are available for your harmony part?

How close together/far apart are the notes that you have chosen?
How does the distance between notes from different chords affect the sound of the part you have created?

	Minds On                                              Approximately 15 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Review the pitches that are found in the chords for Siyahamba from the BLM 3 Chord Chart used in Lesson 3.

Perform the chord progressions as outlined in the ‘Consolidation’ of Lesson 3, switching chords until all groups have played all of the chords. 

Sing the bass line while students touch all three notes of the chords with their fingers on a pitched percussion instrument. 
Teacher Tip:   This is a powerful learning combination of tactile, kinesthetic and aural experiences of the chords and the chord progression.
	Assessment of Learning (AoL)

Observe student’s ability to demonstrate the chords as the bass line is played.

	Action!                                                  Approximately 15 minutes
	

	Students choose a pitch from the I chord.  
Students choose a pitch from the V chord, but it must be a step away from the pitch they chose to use with the I chord.
As a class, students play from the I chord pitch to the V chord pitch, and back:  I-V-I.
Students choose a pitch from the IV chord that is also a step away from the I or V chord.  
Students play their pitches from the chords in this order:  I-V-I-IV-I  
Students explore using other notes, e.g., add a small skip between the notes of chords to create a different combination of pitches. 
Reflect on the compositions in progress:  How close together/far apart are the notes that you have chosen?  How does the distance between notes from different chords affect the sound of the part you have created?  What other options do you have?  (Change notes, or move step-wise between the chords with passing notes)
Record note ideas on BLM 4 Compose Your Own Harmony.
	


	Consolidation                                      Approximately 15 minutes
	Assessment as Learning

Self, Peer, Teacher
Assess and provide oral feedback on effectiveness of student’s choices.


	Students practice their harmonic choices from BLM 4.  Revise and refine.

Hear duets of students (with the bass line) play their harmonic choices, and give feedback on how their harmonies fit.
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
