Mix and mingle 
This strategy provides an opportunity for constructing understanding through productive talk. It also supports community building. In this strategy, students engage in brief paired discussions about a particular topic. Students may generate their own ideas to share on the topic, or the teacher may provide information to read aloud to a partner. Students speak to as many partners as they can in the allotted time.
