	Pause and Ponder

	Individual>Whole Class>
Give students a copy of Amazing Grace Teacher Resource 5 Simple Melody with chords that has melody & chords only.
After approximately 5 minutes of individual practice time, have the class perform Amazing Grace together (some students are to play melody & some will play chords), some discussion will be required around possible strum patterns for the chords, and then they will switch parts.

	Whole Class>Discussion>Co-constructing Criteria for Assessment>
Together with the students co-develop the criteria for the 3-part guitar ensemble arrangement for the written work.  This will be in the form of a Teacher Resource 7 Peer Editing Checklist - sample.
Individual>Co-constructing Criteria for Assessment>Whole Class Discussion
Together with the students co-develop the criteria for the performance rubric of their ensemble arrangements.  Give each student ONE post-it note in each of the 4 colours.  Each colour represents a category of the achievement chart.  Invite students to write one or two items that should be evaluated on each post-it note as it relates to achievement chart categories.  Have students then place them on the appropriate PARKING LOT.  Then quickly organize the PARKING LOT (i.e. like ideas together etc.) for class discussion in the creation of Performance Rubric see Teacher Resource 8 Co-constructed performance rubric – sample and Teacher Resource 9 Co-constructed performance rubric – template. 

Individual
Provide students with some class time over the next few days to work on their arrangements.  Encourage them to make use of all available technology (i.e. computers & Finale, paper/pencil) and they could also use the BLM 3 Amazing Grace – Trio Template.  Have students complete the BLM 4 Creative Process! Planning Guide and the BLM 6 My Arrangement Task Journal each time they work on their arrangement.  

· **Since this activity is very much self-guided, encourage to balance their time between arrangement work and performance practice.  To assist students in budgeting their time – students are asked to complete a BLM 5 Guided Practice Sheet.
Give students the choice to perform it as a true small ensemble piece (i.e. one person on each of the parts) OR they can record each of the parts individually (by themselves), layer the parts and then play the recording of them performing it.   Have all pieces will be shared with the class.

	Have student hand in BLM 6 My Arrangement Task Journal at various points through this process.  Upon completing of the entire project, including the performance, have students complete BLM 7 My Reflective Performance Journal in lesson 3.

Together with the student, decide upon due dates for the class performance, peer editing checklist, arrangement task journal & creative process planning guide.

· Take all Parking Lot ideas & based on class discussion, create the good copy of the rubric using the Teacher Resource 9 co-constructed performance rubric - template and distribute to the students.
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
