SIXTH STRING ROOT – Exploring Bossa Nova Lesson 2 of 2
In this form, the root of the chord will always be found on the 6th string, played by the 1st finger on the left hand and articulated by p in the Bossa Nova style.

    If the example below was played at the 3rd fret, the chords would be:  Gmaj7
Gm7     and 
G7

5th fret = A root
7th fret = B root
8th fret = C root …

FIFTH STRING ROOT
In this form, the root of the chord will always be found on the 5th string, mostly played by the 1st finger on the left hand and articulated by p in the Bossa Nova style.

    If the example below was played at the 3rd fret the chords would be:  Cmaj7
Cm7     and 
C7

 2nd fret = B root
5th fret = D root
7th fret =  root
