Major Key Signature & Major Scales Concept Review Cards

Suggested Concept Card Order for NAMING a Major Key Signature:

1. Determine the clef.
2. Is it sharps or flats?

3. Name the sharps or flats (the order of sharps/flats is needed here).
4. Count the # of sharps/flats.
5. Find the correct chart (i.e. sharp/flat).
6. Find the same number in the correct chart (i.e. sharp or flat chart).
7. The note name ABOVE the number indicates the Name of the Major Key Signature.
Suggested Concept Card Order for DRAWING a Major Key Signature:

1. Determine the clef.
2. Find the Key name in the appropriate chart (sharp/flat chart needed).
3. What number is shown beneath the key name?

4. This number indicates the number of Sharp/flats that are found in the key.
5. Using the order of sharps/flats – name them up to the number found above.
6. Draw the correct clef.
7. Draw all sharps/flats on the staff in the correct location on the staff.
Suggested Concept Card Order for DRAWING Major Scales

1. Determine the clef.
2. Find the key name in the appropriate chart (sharp/flat chart needed).
3. What number is shown beneath the key name?

4. This number indicates the number of sharps/flats that are found in the key.
5. Using the order of sharps/flats – name them up to the number found above.
6. Draw the correct clef.
7. Draw all sharps/flats on the staff in the correct location on the staff.
8. Start your scale on the same note name as the major key name.
9. Draw all 8 notes without skipping any lines/spaces.
10. Draw any sharps/flats in front of the notes by the same name.
