What’s in the Key?  Step by Step Instructions  
· Figure out if it is listed in the Sharp or Flat chart.
· Find the key name of G.
· What Number is indicated UNDERNEATH it.
· This Number tells us HOW many sharps/flats would be in the key.
· Name the flats/sharps STARTING at the beginning of the correct ORDER (i.e. sharps/flats) stopping at the Number that was beneath the key name.
EXAMPLES:

	E+

· Sharp chart
· Found E (NOT Eb)

· The number underneath is 4.
· Therefore 4 sharps would be found in 

             this key: F#, C#, G#, D#
	4 Flats Found in the Key

· Use flat chart

· Find #4

· The Letter above it tells the name of the Major key  it is Ab.
· Therefore the name of this major key is Ab+.
