SCALE DEGREES WORKSHEET
· Each Major Scale consists of EIGHT non-repeated pitches/notes.

· Most music is tonally based and relates to particular scale(s).  Each note of the scale is frequently referred as a scale degree.  The scale degree names of a major scale are:
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· The scale degree names written in BOLD CAPS – indicate MAJOR CHORDS.  

· The scale degree names written in lower case non-bold indicate minor chords. 

· The scale degree name written in lower-case italics indicates a DIMINISHED chord.

· The roman numerals show both the scale degree number and also indicate the type/quality of the chord (i.e. major/minor/diminished).
· UPPER CASE roman numerals are used to indicate MAJOR chords.
· Lower case roman numerals are used to indicate minor chords.
· The addition of the o to a lower case roman numeral indicates that this chord is a diminished chord.
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
