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	Minds On                                        Approximately 4 x 20 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Whole Class – Discussion Day 1
1. Lead the class through a discussion of the types of CDs that can be created including live vs recording studio.

2. Discuss the pros & cons of each situation.

3. Review what students believe the costs are associated with making a CD.  (This can serve as a AfL to determine what may need to be taught.)
Whole Class & Partner Work – Day 2
1. Brainstorm with the class different instruments that they may be recording on their CD.  

2. Working in partners, have students research on the internet how to mic the instruments from the brainstorming. 

3. Have students complete BLM 4 Ticket to the Concert. 
Whole Class – Day 3
1. Have students present to the class their findings on how to mic their instruments.
Individual – Day 4
1. Have class individually or in partners explore some of the possible online tutorials to learn to record on the program available at the school.  Possible tutorials could include The Music Studio, Audacity, and Garage Band.

	Assessment for Learning (AfL)
Discussion of the costs associated with making a CD.

Assessment as Learning

Plan on meeting regularly with students to problem solve and ensure they are on track.
Have students submit list of required equipment and dates they need it for.

	Small Group – Day 1
1. Have students look at the CMRRA brochure Pay-As-You-Press and complete the assignment sheet: BLM 3 CMRRA .
Whole Class – Discussion Day 2
1. As a class, complete a sample version of the CMRRA Royalty Calculation Sheet “Pay-As-You-Press” to determine the cost to produce a random CD.
2. Students work independently to decide what will be on the CD they will create and discuss the artist(s) and tracks with the teacher.

3. Have students complete their own version of the CMRRA Royalty Calculation Sheet to determine the cost to produce the CD there are planning to make.
Whole Class – Day 3

1. Have students experiment with microphone placement on different instruments & vocalists to achieve different affects or sounds.  

2. Have students share their discoveries with the rest of the class.
3. As a class, make a list of different microphone placements and the affect they produce, perhaps creating a handout that all students can use for reference.
Independent – Planning & Recording – Day 4 forward
1. Students plan out their recording sessions and locations.  Students need to plan a practice session in the space so that when they are actually recording they are aware of any problems that may arise.

2. Co-create a rubric that can be used to evaluate all students final CD.

3. After recording, students need time to edit their recordings and prepare the final mixing before during their project to CD.

4. Final step is to burn their project to CD.
