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	Minds On                                              Approximately 20 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	· As a class look at the first page of the string arrangement of “Aase’s Death” Teacher Resource 4 Look at how the score is set up (connected bar lines, square bracket at the beginning of each line, beats vertically aligned, higher pitched instruments at the top). Discuss how this is similar and different from choral music. 
· Listen to a recording of “Aase’s Death” (available in the Naxos library) so that the students have an aural recognition of the piece. This will be beneficial when they hear their work played on the notation program.
· Discuss what the appropriate ranges are for singers, particularly those in high school. The website http://www.library.yale.edu/cataloging/music/vocalrg.htm provides a clear illustration of ranges for choral signers.
· An introductory lesson on the use of the notation program, such as Finale, might be necessary if students have not used the program before this assignment.

	· Distribute the Teacher Resource 5 2-Part Arrangement to the class.

· Students will use the first violin and cello parts to create their arrangements. Through discussion, lead the students to the conclusion that if arranging for soprano and alto, the cello part will need to be transposed up one octave; if arranging for tenor and bass, the violin part will need to be transposed down by one octave.
· Students will use a notation program such Finale to create their arrangements. They are to arrange the first eight bars and will need to use the appropriate clefs and ensure that there is a double bar at the end of their arrangement.

	· The students will perform their arrangements with a partner. The pieces could be sung to a neutral syllable, to solfege or to lyrics created by the students.
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
