ARRANGING MUSIC IN TWO PARTS

Using the string version of “Aase’s Death”, create a two part vocal arrangement of the first eight bars. Use the first violin part for the upper voice and the cello part for the lower voice. 

You have a choice of creating an arrangement for soprano and alto or tenor and bass. If arranging for soprano/alto, use the treble clef. The cello part will need to be transposed UP one octave. If arranging for tenor/bass, use the bass clef, the violin part will need to be transposed DOWN one octave.

To create this vocal arrangement you will be using Finale. A step by step guide is provided for you but the instructions on the program are easy to use. Remember to check that you have:

· The correct key signature

· The correct time signature

· The correct range

· The title of the song

· You are listed as the arranger.

When you have entered all of the notes correctly, set up the page so that:

· There are four measures per line

· There is a double bar at the end of the piece

· All extra measures have been erased.

Print your arrangement and submit it for evaluation. Print two additional copies for you and your partner. You will be performing your arrangement for the class. It can be sung to a neutral syllable, to solfege or you can create your own lyrics.

If you have completed the basic expectations, add dynamics, slurs and/or lyrics to your arrangement.
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
