	Materials

	Minds On                                              Approximately 30 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	WHOLE CLASS
· Through discussion review how and why singers warm up at the beginning of a rehearsal or class.

· As the class rehearses a choral piece explicitly mention what aspects of the piece need to be practice, why and how the problem areas can be improved.  

· With the assistance of the teacher, students will select an appropriate solo. This solo should be suitable for each student’s voice, skill and relevant to what is currently occurring in class.


	Assessment for Learning (AfL)
Students will reflect on their daily progress and will improve their singing skills by practicing and perfecting their solos.
Assessment as Learning

(AaL)

· The teacher should give feedback and suggestions to the students as they practice in order to correct errors and improve their performances.
Differentiation (DI)

· students could record their practice notes orally on a computer or tape recorder
· students could use computer assisted technology to write their opinion piece 
· students might require assistance from the school’s LST to write their opinion piece
· students might need to work with a partner to learn their solo
Quick Tip
Work with your English department on preparing for the OSSLT.
Link and Layer

Through class discussion share how their individual work will benefit the entire ensemble in rehearsal.

	INDIVIDUAL
· Once the students have selected their solo piece they should be given 15-20 minutes every day for 5-8 days to practice and prepare their piece.
· Students will rehearse independently or with a peer. Several times in the process they should work the accompaniment, either live or recorded.
· At the end of every practice session have the students record their struggles and successes on their tracking page BLM 7 Practice Record
WHOLE CLASS
· After several days of individual practice, take 5-10 minutes to gather the students together and share their challenges and what strategies are working for them. Encourage them to use ideas generated by their classmates to improve their own performances.
· At the end of the time allotted to learn the solos (will vary according to the level of the students and the solos chosen), explicitly teach how to write a series of paragraphs expressing an opinion.  If necessary consult your school’s literacy committee and/or English department for assistance and suggestions.
· Give the students 20-30 minutes in class to complete the writing. BLM 8 Opinion Piece

	

	Consolidation                                      Approximately 20 minutes
	

	· Students should perform their solos for their peers and the class.
· Using a community circle or round robin, each student should be given the opportunity to share their opinions and findings from their practicing.
· After evaluating the opinion pieces it might be necessary to review the writing skills necessary to be successful on this part of the OSSLT.
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
