Music and song can be an effective vehicle for expressing dissatisfaction, discontent, and even outrage.  It can change a nation; it can change the world.

With a partner, small group, or bravely on your own, choose, research and prepare a presentation about a song that was written in protest or in support of a cause.

Your research should include information about the songwriter, any significant performers (as these are not always one and the same!), interpretation of the lyrics, and should paint a picture of the environment in which it was written.  Aim to put the song in context.

Consider:  What was going on in the nation/world that prompted the song’s creation or revival?  What effect or influence did it seem to have on other songwriters or society?  Are there various arrangements/performances of this song?  Why or why not?  Why did you choose THIS song?
