Instructions

Note Name Cards

On individual index cards, create at least three cards for each Note Name, one per card.

Note Name cards can be used more than once, if a Note Name could be used appropriately in more than one Bar. 

Note Value Cards
Create a wide variety of Note and Rest Value cards, to allow for a range of creativity options.  
Since you, the teacher, know your class’s abilities best, choose Note Values with which they are familiar, or which may provide an interesting challenge.

*Alternatively: Some music stores carry “Rhythm Dice,” and you might choose to try composing songs by rolling these Rhythm Dice.  However, the dice may not include more complex or challenging rhythms for the level of student you teach – use your judgment! 
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
