	Minds On                                              Approximately 20 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Small Group > The Creative Process Review

Note:  prior to this Minds On activity, temporarily cover or remove the Creative Process class anchor chart.

In groups, students will review their understanding of the stages of The Creative Process through a Matching Race.  Working with their “team,” students must match the stages of the creative process to the appropriate explanations, then match these to the appropriate locations on the blank Creative Process activity page.  Prizes could be awarded for the first team(s) to complete the activity.  Review the correct responses when all teams have finished matching.

Based on teams’ responses, teachers may choose to provide additional class, group, or individual support as necessary before proceeding further.

Share the Learning Goals for the lesson, and review the final goal of the Unit.
	Note:

Co-Developed Success Criteria and Co-Developed assessments: The real power here is having the students genuinely collaborating on the creation of these tools. The included sample templates are intended to be only examples of the format and content that could be the result of this collaborative work. They will have far less impact if used simply as "black line masters", and handed out to the class.

Quick Tip

Question Prompts:

What goes into a successful performance?  How did the singer approach the stage?  Describe the singer’s physical presentation: posture, hand location, singing stance, head and eye direction, etc.  How did the singer leave the stage?  What equipment can you see that might help the singer feel successful?  What sequence of events is evident?  Describe the use of elements of music that added to the success of this performance?  What expressive elements were employed throughout the presentation?  Do you believe that the singer knew what they were singing about, and/or why the composer wrote those lyrics?  How could you tell?  Was this performer well prepared for this presentation?  What gives you that impression?  What musical conventions or responsible practices were demonstrated by both performer and audience?  What is the impact of these elements and conventions on the overall performance?  How does this performance compare to others you may have seen or participated in?  How will you use or plan to use these elements and conventions as you plan your own recital presentation?

Link and Layer

Students could be encouraged to relate successful recital practices to other opportunities they have encountered for presentations: e.g. seminars in class, speeches, award ceremonies, etc.

	Whole Class > Discussion > Challenging, Imagining and Generating > Successful Performances > Co-Constructing Criteria for Planning and Assessment (minimum 45 minutes)

Using an appropriate pre-recorded or online video clip, watch a segment of a formal vocal recital.  This example could be a student recital, or a recital by a professional vocalist.  You may wish to view more than one example.
Discuss with students what they saw.  Guide the discussion to include their observations of: sequence of events, physical equipment visible, people involved, preparation evidence, performer and audience conventions, performer-audience interaction, expressive elements, etc.  (See Quick Tip)  Use this discussion of a vocal recital to co-develop a checklist of success criteria that can be incorporated into evaluations of performances.  Help students make connections between this checklist and the artistic choices that they will make as they prepare for their formal vocal recital.  The checklist will be added to their Process Portfolio.

Whole Class > Discussion > Co-constructing Rubrics

Using the success criteria checklist created by the class, co-develop two rubrics: one for assessment of the Process Portfolio that will accompany their formal recital presentation, and one rubric specifically for their Performance of the recital repertoire.  Sort components of the success criteria checklist into appropriate achievement chart categories.  The Sample Rubrics could be shared with the class, but it is recommended that the class first develop their own, then perhaps use the Sample Rubrics only as reference and comparison.  Elements from the Sample Rubrics could be incorporated into the class co-developed rubrics, but only after a class consensus is reached.  


	

	Consolidation                                      Approximately 30 minutes
	

	Partners > Planning and Focusing > The Creative Process > What Will It “Look Like?”

Students pair up to explore ways in which the Creative Process can be used to facilitate the production of their formal vocal recital.  Distribute the “Using the Creative Process” activity page.  In partners, students fill in the blank sections of the page, according to what they believe must go into planning and presenting a recital.  Encourage students to consider both performance elements or artistic preparations, and technical elements, such as venue choices or the use of microphones or recording equipment.

Give students adequate time to discuss their ideas and complete the activity page.

Discuss their ideas as a class, and create a “class copy” for future reference – students should add any information from the class copy to their personal copies.  “Using the Creative Process” will be included in their Process Portfolios, and will be used to facilitate the production and presentation of their Senior Recital.

Process Portfolio Journal Responses:

· Explain, in your own words, what makes a successful recital presentation.

· Describe how your knowledge of the creative process and the success criteria you developed will help you begin to plan for your Recital presentation.
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
