THREE STEP INTERVIEW
Description
· a focused way to encourage students to share their thinking, ask questions and take notes, as well as evaluate each other’s performance

· a co-operative structure in which teammates interview one another on a particular topic (should we photocopy music?)

	Materials Needed
· music to perform           

· instrument

· stands 

· chairs

· pen/pencil & interview sheet           


Prior Knowledge Required
· complete think-pair-share to guide students to appropriate feedback

· before interview, good idea to talk with students about adults who interview as part of their work









· possibly show a video of an actual interview - discuss types of questions the interviewer asks

· discuss what is meant by open-minded and closed-ended questions

	Procedures
· each students is assigned a letter, then each letter is assigned a role:



A = Interviewer or Performer



B = Responder



C = Reporter/Recorder

· choose an appropriate length of time for each interview

· A plays for B who responds while C records key aspects of the response

· the roles rotate after each interview until all students have taken on each role

· when finished, do a Round Robin (in groups or with the class) and share key information that each student recorded as the reporter (or Roundtable, Cooperative Learning p 205) 


Classroom Management Considerations

· give students a count-down warning to state change in roles 

· insist on no talking during the interview questions until all questions have been asked

· review responsibilities of each group role
