	Guiding Questions

	Minds On                                              Approximately 25 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Whole Class 

· Play a few brief recorded excerpts of music listed on a relevant Teacher Resource 1 celebrity’s playlist (a listing of ten or so of their favourite pieces of music with a short written explanation of why that music is significant to them).

· Ask students to imagine why that selection might be important to that particular celebrity.  After brief discussion, reveal the celebrity’s response. (Examples are attached or can be found by searching “celebrity playlist” in the iTunes store or through an internet search)


	Assessment for Learning (Afl):

Check for students’ ability to use correct musical terminology during presentations

Assessment as Learning

(AaL):

Students will search for characteristics and examples of unfamiliar styles of music using resources such as Wikipedia and iTunes

Differentiation (DI):

Students may hand in as a written assignment. 

Or share their playlist with a partner or small group instead of the full class 

Students may also present a the celebrity playlist of a fictional student that represents a typical person of their age or social group

Quick Tip:

Prompt students to consider what specific manipulations of the elements of music attracts them to a particular piece of music

Link and Layer:

Link to a review of the elements of music

Classical Thunder

	Action!                                                Approximately 120 minutes
	

	In Small Groups (15 minutes)

· Using chart paper, have small groups of students take turns adding the title of a piece of music they consider to be amongst their favourites.  Continue taking turns until the allotted time is up.  
· Have the charts posted and instruct the class to take a “gallery walk” to view other group’s lists.  Have students note genres, artists, or selections they had not considered.
Individuals (Time allotted for this activity is flexible)

· Have students prepare a list of their ten favourite pieces of music, refining their choices and writing a short paragraph for each piece that attempts to explain what they like about that selection and why it belongs on their list. 
· If possible, have students create a CD, (or an actual playlist) with excerpts for each selection that help clarify their rationales. Free excerpts may be found on using iTunes or at the Classical Thunder website site (Classical Thunder will allow you to make playlists of excerpts from a wide variety of musical styles).

Whole Class

· Have students volunteer to present their playlist to the class. Create a point-form board list for the reasons stated for inclusion on playlists.  

· Working with students, co-construct a number of categories to organize the various reasons presented - (See Sample).
Individuals 

· Have students re-write their paragraphs as required to focus only on the composer or performer’s manipulation of the elements of music.

	

	Consolidation                                      Approximately 20 minutes
	

	Whole Class

· Have students attempt to co-construct a list of any common characteristics of the music that appears frequently on the class’ playlists.
· Can a definition of “quality” music be agreed upon based on the information contained in this list?

Individuals

· Create a list of new music you might like to explore further.
· Create a list of elements or compositional techniques about which you would like to know more.
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
