Presentation Checklist
Content 
1. Gave overview of presentation including song title and artists

2. Played song and cover version in part or in whole for class

3. Emphasized key points 

4. Well Organized

5. Backed up conclusions with subjective and objective evidence

6. Planned a conclusion (not just "I guess that’s it.") 

Delivery 

1. Avoided fillers: "uhm" "you know" 

2. Spoke loudly enough to be heard in the room 

3. Pronounced words clearly 

4. Looked at entire audience 

5. Spoke key points (such as conclusion) without reading 

6. Did not read to audience much 

7. Avoided nervous hand movements 

8. Stood straight , Planted feet, Smiled 


  Visual/Aural Support
1. Used appropriate visual images and incorporated technology where possible 

2. Diagrams focused on critical elements, not excessive in detail 

3. Images that suited purpose were included
4. Listening examples were used to support information provided in presentation

Questions and Answers 

1. Began answers with general statement of overall answer to question then added details Did not evaluate questions ("That’s a good question.") 

2. Stepped toward questioner or at least held position 

3. Addressed response to everyone not just person who asked question
