	Minds On                                              Approximately 30 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	· Have students think about what musical events and opportunities are available to them in their own community.  This activity should be done early in the year or semester.

Group:  Graffiti activity
· Have students brainstorm and list any non-school, community concerts, musical performances, or musical events that they attended or participated in during the last year.

· Then, have students list any that they knew about but did not attend.

Whole class > Discussion:  Critical Analysis Process 

· Guide the students through  The Critical Analysis Process with this discussion.  Refer to an anchor chart of the process in your classroom.
· Possible questions for discussion are:

· Why are community arts events important?  

· Do you think your community supports one type of music more than others? 

· Would you like to see more concerts or opportunities for you to hear or perform music that you are interested in?

· What opportunities will you have to be involved in music after you leave school?
Exit Pass:  Why do you think amateur and professional arts or music events important to a community?  What would community arts event or concert would you like to know more about or be involved in?

	Small Group

· Divide the class into groups and make each group responsible to maintain one month of the “Music Events Calendar” in the music classroom.
· The calendar should be large, easy to read, and informative.

Included on the calendar should be school and community music performances and events.  (Students should brainstorm and then co-construct the criteria for the calendar  e.g., include title of event, time, cost, and location.)
· Have students work on this on their own time and update their group monthly calendar as needed.


	

	Consolidation             Approximately  10 minutes once a month
	

	· At the end of the month, have the group put together a brief summary for that month analyzing and reflecting on the events. 
· Then have each group report to the class. (e.g., include highlights, opportunities for student interaction, free concerts, types or genres of music that were available to the community members, amount of community support and any needs that have not been met; and the importance of having access to these events.) Some sample questions are: How have any of these events continued your engagement of music?  Which of these events will interest you when you leave my music classes?) 
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
