	Individually

· Have students research the audition requirements for an assigned university, college, or community performing group on the internet, or using print material from your school’s Student Services/Guidance department. Refer to TR 1, Audition Requirements (30 min)

Whole Class

· Have each student present his/her findings to the class.  A list of the general requirements for universities, colleges, and community performing groups is developed on the board or on flip charts.  Categories may include:  Performance Requirements, Theory Requirements, Keyboard Requirements, Music History Requirements, and Interview or Questionnaire (sample, BLM1a) information  (45 min)

Individually

· After selecting a particular post-secondary destination on which they plan or can imagine themselves attending, have students research the specific requirements for their instrument and select the music they would prepare for the audition.  (1hr)

	Individuals

· Have students create a personal skills analysis comparing their present abilities with the requirements of a university or college music program.

· Using theses audition requirements as their goal and the end date of their grade 12 high school music class as the deadline, have students construct an action plan for achieving these goals.  The plan should include realistic timelines for meeting each objective. (40 min)

Whole Class

· Have students discuss their plans for the future involvement in music.  Will they study music in college or university? Will they continue to perform?  Do they plan on attending concerts and listening to music?  How have their school music experiences affected their future musical endeavours? (20 min)
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
