Differentiation (DI)
Use a variety of musical material from both Western and Non-Western cultures.  Students should feel free to teach in the language of their choice.  If a non-English speaker teaches an English speaker this could provide excellent avenues for discussion! Create an extension exercise where students can teach the entire class a song they know. This would broaden the diversity of the classroom repertoire and give all students a chance to be the ‘teacher’.

	Action                                        Approximately 180 Minutes
	

	Individually

· Have students select and prepare two contrasting pieces suitable for the audition for their selected community performing group, college, or university.   Preparation is on going over a number of months.

Whole Class

· In a class recital, have students present the performance portion of their audition to the class.  Students need to be prepared to perform all or part of each selection at the teacher’s discretion. Utilize peer evaluation and teacher evaluation to provide feedback.  (2 hours, 30 minutes)

· Following the performance presentation, have students complete the theory portion of the audition.  (30 minutes)


	

	Consolidation                   Approximately 60 minutes
	

	Individuals

· Have students write a short (500 word) personal statement based on the following (excerpted from York University’s application form): 
“Write a 500 word statement describing your musical background and the contributions further training will enable you to make to music and to society.  Please include a paragraph about your favourite artists and/or composers and why this music is important to you.”

· Prepare four questions appropriate for a prospective music student to be asked during their audition.

In Pairs

· In pairs, have students interview each other trading the roles of applicant and interviewer.  Prompt students to explain their personal statement to the interviewer and ask the questions the interviewer has previously prepared.  (40 minutes)

Whole Class

· Have each pair share with the class any especially appropriate or insightful questions (and/or answers!) or exceptional personal statements that arose during their interviews.  A master list of likely interview questions may be generated. (20 minutes)
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
