Listen to a recording of Bach’s Fugue in C minor from The Well-Tempered Clavier Book I while viewing the music 
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Using Smart Board or overhead projector, students take turns finding and highlighting subject, answer, countersubject, using a contrasting colour for each as the teacher (or a student) plays the highlighted parts.   

Identify the number of voices, the end of the exposition, episode, and pedal point
Partners ( Analysis[image: image13.png]AGs L




Hand out copies of Fugue in C Minor from The Well-Tempered Clavier Book I and a set of coloured highlighting markers to students.  
Students work together to analyse the fugue.  
Turn projection back on and correct work.

Listen to the fugue one more time.   
Use Red Light Green Light (red, yellow, and green dots on the fugue copy) for students to indicate their level of understanding.
